Day One -   We’re off to Poland and it’s pouring down buckets as we wend our way to the airport in a taxi cab.  We arrive with not terribly much time to spare, but our plane is about ½ hour late boarding.  In spite of all that, we arrive in Munich almost on time – about 5 minutes late.  With a short layover in Munich we to board our flight to Wroclaw (pronounced vrots-wahf – with the emphasis on the first syllable – and called Breslau by the Germans) on a tiny 44 -passenger propeller plane.  Nice flight and, would you believe, this plane had a 4 row “business section” complete with a flap on each side to separate the business class passengers from us economy passengers on this 90 minute flight!  I guess what makes this business class is that this section is in the back of the plane and thus the passengers get to exit first.  This is definitely an advantage since the visa people at the airport weren’t exactly speedy.  It took us about ½ hour to get through passport control and there were at least two lines open and sometimes three!
Wroclaw is not what I’d call picturesque.  The buildings are a mixture of post-World War II dormitory style houses – with graffiti – old and more interesting churches and some more modern buildings.  There’s lots of traffic and construction though.  Guess things are the same all over the world.  We ventured to the center of town (Market Square in English or Rynek to the natives) which features re-constructed, but colorful, facades.  The city hall is one of the older buildings in town and is very interesting.  It’s the building with the clock face on it.  There is also a church with a tower which we found interesting as well.  We had dinner in this part of town at a restaurant that a friend recommended.  Food was very good.  In all, there isn’t much to do here  – one diorama and a museum which we’re saving for Friday before we leave  - so we booked a tour of palaces and castles for the next day.
