Day 7  - We flew to Krakow or Crakow as it is sometimes spelled on the cute little propjet today.  It was a larger plane – seating 64 instead of 48 – but was an hour late taking off.  I guess that’s typical in Poland.  Both internal flights have been delayed.  The flight was very nice – today was another beautiful day in Warsaw and even nicer in Krakow. 
We got to our hotel – the new Radisson – in the heart of Krakow.  We’re walking distance from the town square and the Wawel, the center of Polish culture. We were upgraded to a substantially larger room complete with free internet access for a small charge.  The room is huge and the bathroom ultramodern.  But, the hotel is only 3 years old.

We walked to the town square which is a wonderful sight.  Krakow was not destroyed in WWII and therefore all the buildings are originals and absolutely gorgeous.  Everything is closed on Monday, we won’t get to see the Rembrandt prints at the bank building until tomorrow or visit the Krakow history museum until tomorrow or the next day either, but we did walk around the square and visit Cloth Hall, a wonderful place with stalls selling all kinds of things including more amber than I’ve ever seen in one place at one time. 

Cloth Hall sits right in the middle of the square.  To the side is St. Mary’s Basilica, a beautiful 13th century church which we explored.
We looked at the many tours offered in Krakow and opted to do a tour of Jewish Krakow which traces “Schindler’s List”.  The tour is given only on Wednesdays and Sundays, so we’re going on Wednesday.  We considered the salt mines until the pamphlet told of the 400 steps to the bottom of the mine.  We opted to pass.  There are plenty of wonderful sites to see here in Krakow and we only have two days in which to see things.  

Dinner tonight was at Pod Aniolami, a restaurant recommended by several guide books and friends alike.  The food was very good and we were the last twosome to be admitted without a reservation.
