These are two days in the open ocean.  Living on Bonine as the boat does a great rock and roll.

We had another wine tasting, of moderately priced wines, on Friday which was okay.

Thursday was Thanksgiving and the restaurants served a full turkey dinner if you wanted it.  We had a pseudo beef wellington with no mushroom filling and a very heavily breaded crust.  Everything on this Princess is far more heavily breaded than on the Alaskan version of the ship.

Friday we ate at the Crown Grill where we paid extra for dinner and enjoyed lobster tails—really good—and other seafood. 

In general, the food on this cruise is not as good as the Princess Alaska cruise.   The excursions are also inferior to the ones offered in Alaska but the piece de resistance is our last day.
