Egypt – Day 9 and final post

We are in Doha, having flown out this morning.  But, what a hassle.  How different from American (as in “nationality” and referring to all American airlines rather than the airline that bears that name) airlines.  Qatar personnel were snarky and not particularly friendly toward their “partner” United.  It was taking forever to deal with each person flying on this very full flight because I suspect the check-in clerks have a set way of doing things and if any steps differ, these folks don’t know how to handle anything and have to call a supervisor.  At any rate, I was totally blown away by their incompetence and inefficiency.  We had to argue with the check-in clerk to just send our luggage to Doha rather than checking it through to the USA.  We emphasized that we’re staying overnight in Doha and therefore would need our luggage overnight.  After all that, we got the wrong color tag anyway.  For those of you who read previous narratives, I give Qatar airlines “one honk.”  Thank heavens the pilots are much more competent.  Good flight and great landing. 
Most importantly, we’re out of Egypt.  This is likely to be the biggest mass exodus from Egypt since biblical times!  Now, governments are apparently ordering their personnel out of the country.  What started as protests appears to have become a revolution.  I’m happy to watch it from afar.
